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Uganda-According to 2018 estimates, the 
population of Uganda is around 44.27 
million, up significantly from 2013's estimate 
of 33,640,833. 
Area - comparative, slightly more than two 
times the size of Pennsylvania; slightly 
smaller than Oregon, more than four times 
the size of Georgia; slightly smaller than 
Texas. 

The flag was adopted October 9, 1962. The flag's colors: black, 
yellow and red, represent the Ugandan people, sunlight and 
brotherhood. The centered "Great Crested Crane" is the country's 
national badge
